I  t seems like every year be-
fore I write my article for 
the May newsletter, I com-

pletely forget that May is National 
Motorcycle Safety Awareness 
Month. You would think that after 
being an MSF Rider Coach for over 
17 years and being the H2 Chapter 
Educator for an equally long time 
that I would remember what this 
time of the year is all about. I am 
sure that the month of May was 
picked since it coincides with the 
return of the riding season. In re-
ality though, every month needs 
to be designated as a motorcycle 
safety awareness month! 
D²ww!Ωǎ aƻǘƻǊƛǎǘ !ǿŀǊŜƴŜǎǎ 
campaign makes a significant dent 
in informing our friends in the 4 
wheelers. But when you get right 

down to it, it is up to us, the riders 
and co-riders, who need to take 
the extra time to inform as many 
people as we can. 
 
As many of you may know, my 
Gold Wing is equipped with head-
light and tail light modulators. The 
tail light modulators help make 
me more visible when I am stop-
ping. And the headlight modulator 
helps make me more visible to 
traffic in front of me. Of course, I 
still experience people pulling 
over who think I am a motorcycle 
cop. I guess they must have been 
doing something wrong and felt 
guilty about it! But the most com-
mon experience that I have is peo-
ple will pull up beside me and tell 
me that something is wrong with 

my headlights! When I explain 
that they are working great be-

ple get that concept right away 
and give me a big smile or thumbs 
up. That is one of my ways of edu-
cating 4 wheelers. 
 
Case in point: on my way back

maintenance day on April 16th, I 
was headed home on I-85. Traffic 
was light and the weather was 
just great. As I approached the 
eastbound on ramp at Exit 165, I 
saw 5 cars on the ramp. After a 
head check, I turned on my left 
turn signal and moved over into 
the left lane. But the fourth car in 
that line must have been in a 
hurry because he obviously did 
not do a head check. He started 
his move into the left lane as soon 
as he was in the right lane. The 
headlight modulator was on and 
doing its thing at 4 flashes per sec-
ond, but he obviously was not 
looking. As I was braking hard to 
avoid a collision, I gave him about 
a 3 second blast of the Gold Wing 
horn (I love that horn!). Then he 
heard me and saw me!  I guess he 
thought I was a cop because he 
immediately slowed down, moved 
back into the right lane, and 
stayed there until I got off I-85 at 
the Durham Freeway exit. Now I
