S eptember is here and it is 
time for the 2016 version of 
Wings Over The Smokies!  

As the assistant district educator 
for almost 3 years now, I have had 
the unique opportunity to observe 
and take part in what it takes for 
your district staff to plan and host 
a district rally.  Of course, we 
could not have the rally without 
all of the chapters in North Caro-
lina providing willing hands to 
make this rally a success.   
 
My first Wings Over The Smokies 
rally was way back during the last 
century in 1993!  Even today, it is 
hard to understand how 8 to 10 
thousand Gold Wingers could 
show up in a small town in the 
mountains of North Carolina.  It 
seemed like it would rain every 
other day of the rally back then 
too.  Our vendors were located in 
a muddy field and most people 
went back to their hotel so they 
could install their accessories on 
the paved parking lot!  I distinctly 
remember installing a trailer hitch 
on my 1991 Gold Wing by break-
ing down the cardboard box that 
it came in and laying down on it in 
a rocky parking lot.  We bought 
our first trailer at that rally too.  
Our district rally was as big if not 
bigger than Wing Ding.  And we 
did have a lot of fun back in those 
simpler days.   
 
So why did all of those people 

show up in Cherokee?  Very sim-
ple, we went to ride on and enjoy 
those mountain roads.  The Tail of 
the Dragon was only known back 
ǘƘŜƴ ŀǎ 5ŜŀƭΩǎ DŀǇΦ  {ƛƴŎŜ ƛǘ ǿŀǎ

phones, we just took a road to see 
where it went.  Terry and I were

times as we tried to get from one 
place to another and back to the 
rally while looking at a paper map!

rally.  Go out and ride those 
mountain roads again!   
 
With the loss of the Acquoni Civic 
Center building, the district staff 
could have taken the easy way out 
and just cancelled the rally be-
cause we would not have access 
to classrooms, the auditorium, or 
a place to set up tables for the 
ōŀƴǉǳŜǘ ŀƴŘ aŀǎǘŜǊǎΩ ōǊŜŀƪŦŀǎǘΦ  
But they did not and the rally will 
go on with some schedule 
changes.  Will there be inconven-
iences?  Maybe, but it depends on 
how you look at what a rally is 
supposed to be.  Plus we will have 
vendors without a muddy parking 
lot! 
 
As you prepare to pack up and 
ƘŜŀŘ ǿŜǎǘΣ ŘƻƴΩǘ ŦƻǊƎŜǘ ǘƻ ǳǎŜ 
your T-CLOCS inspection on your 
Gold Wing and trailer.  If you plan 
on getting some new tires at the 
rally, be sure the current set of 

tires will make it all the way.  I like 
to go by the tire vendors and 
check out the condition of some 
of the tires they have removed.  
When I looked at some of those 
tires, it was hard to understand 
how they even held air!  And 
speaking of air, checking your tire 
pressure is the first item to check 
in the T-CLOCS.  Riding two-up on 
under-inflated tires with a fully 
loaded saddle bags and trunk and 
most likely pulling a trailer will 
lead to premature tire failure even 
on new tires.  Check them out and 
air them up!  And one more im-
portant item on your checklist, 
save room for all of stuff that you 
are going to buy!

The Gold Wing EvolutionThe Gold Wing Evolution   

I  know it will be soon. You will 
go to the garage, pull out your 
ride, your machine, your Wing, 

or whatever you call your gor-
geous Gold Wing, and go for a 
ǎǇƛƴΦ Iƻǿ ŦŀǊ ȅƻǳ Ǝƻ ƛǎƴΩǘ ŦƛƎǳǊŜŘ 
into the ride because distance is 
not a factor. Where you go is only 
a thought that motivated you to 
head out in the first place, and if 
you are like me, the destination 
can change with simply turning 
left instead of right. When you 
began this journey, you decided 
that only time was the deciding 
factor, and yet again like me, time 
becomes as flexible as destination 
and distance. This is exactly the 
feeling at the beginning of each 

journey that most Gold Wing rid-
ers will share with you. From a 
2016 GL1800, all the way back 41 
years to the 1975 GL1000, every 
GL has had state-of-the art com-
fort and smoothness. Each year it 
was manufactured, style and de-
pendability were the focus for im-
provements and Honda never 
looked back. Or did they? 

The 1975 actually hit most mar-
kets by May of the same year be-
cause unlike other years, Honda 
began production in late January 
ƻŦ ΩтрΦ !ƭƭ ƻǘƘŜǊ ƳŀƴǳŦŀŎǘǳǊŜǊǎ 
had as much as a five month head 
start on the GL1000. Kawasaki, 
Yamaha, Suzuki and BMW had al-

ready entered the year with their 
άōƛƎ ƎǳƴǎΦέ IƻƴŘŀ ǿŀǎ ǎƭŀǘŜŘ ǘƻ 
manufacture around 20,000 GLs 
for 1975 and they got close. How-
ever, because of poor sales in the 
beginning, they scaled it back to 
around 18K* units. They also took 
a gamble and made very few 
ŎƘŀƴƎŜǎ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ Ωтс ƳƻŘŜƭ ȅŜŀǊ 
with some frames and engines 
ǘŀƪŜƴ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ Ωтр ǳƴƛǘǎ ōŜƛƴƎ 
produced. One color was intro-
duced for 1976 and that was Sul-
fur Yellow. But even that color 
was minimally produced because 
of its early rejection by the pur-
chasing public, as well as notable 
dealer dislike of the Sulfur Yellow 
Prototype serial number GL1-
1000002 shown in Las Vegas, at 
the 1974 Dealer Show. This flat 
four cylinder, 999 cc, water 
cooled, shaft driven, under seat 
fuel tank design was a huge gam-
ble for Honda and their invest-
ment was substantial at the very 
least. 

Was the GL1000 Gold Wing going 
to be what they had hoped it to 
be or was it destined for eventual 
failure? In the very beginning of 
introducing their Prototype units 
shown at the same September 
1974 Dealer Show in Las Vegas, 
two of these five units had a 
frame mounted fairing attached.

Most dealers who attended were 
unimpressed, but as time went 
on, these same dealers began to 
buy the recently developed after-
market frame mounted fairings 
because you and I, the buying 
public, decided that the missing 
components to complete this ex-
traordinary machine was a touring 
package. 

The marketing folks at Honda be-
gan to envision the real possibility 
that the Gold Wing was and 
should be thought of as a touring 
motorcycle. As early as mid-1976, 
the decision was made to offer 
their own bolt on touring pack-
ages that would be available with 
ǘƘŜ Ωту ǇǊƻŘǳŎǘƛƻƴ D[ǎΦ .ǳǘ ƻƴŎŜ 
ŀƎŀƛƴΣ ǘƘŜ ǎǘȅƭƛƴƎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ΩтуΣ ŀǎ 
ǿŜƭƭ ŀǎ ǘƘŜ ΩтфΣ ǿŀǎ ŀ ǎƭƻǿ ǎŜƭƭŜǊΦ 
Much of the loss was due in part 
to the faux tank and its departure 
ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ ƳƻǊŜ ǎǘȅƭƛǎƘ ΩтрΣ Ωтс ŀƴŘ 
ΩттǎΦ aŀƴȅ ōǳȅŜǊǎ ǿŜǊŜ ǳƴŎŜǊǘŀƛƴ 
about the stamped and riveted 
wheels as well. One item was for 
certain ς the Gold Wing engine 
was a bulletproof design and still 
ahead of all the other manufactur-
ers. 

In 1977, the manufacturing year 
ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ωту ƳƻŘŜƭΣ ǘƘŜ ǎŜǊƛŀƭ ƴǳƳπ
bers began with GL1-40000xx and 
ended with GL1-4051xxx. I have 
ƭƻŎŀǘŜŘ Ωту ƴǳƳōŜǊǎ ǘƘŀǘ ōŜŀǊ ǘƘƛǎ 
out. There seems to be 51,000 GLs 
ƳŀƴǳŦŀŎǘǳǊŜŘ ƛƴ ΩтуΣ ōǳǘ ǿƛǘƘ 
ǿŜŀƪ ǎŀƭŜǎΣ ǘƘƛǎ ƴǳƳōŜǊ ǿƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ 
make sense unless some of those 
numbers were also 1979 models 
as well, which began with GL1-
41000xx. The mystery here is why 
ǿƻǳƭŘ ǘƘŜȅ ōǳƛƭŘ ǘƘŜ Ωту ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ 

Ωтф ǘƻƎŜǘƘŜǊΚ /ƻƴƧŜŎǘǳǊŜ ƻƴ Ƴȅ 
part is that this is a possibility. 
However, the fact remains that 
the evidence seems to bear this 
out ς serial number plates show 
the month made, as well as one 
that is GL1-4051xxx. While the 
ƳŀǊƪŜǘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ Ωту ǿŀǎ ǿŜŀƪ ōǳǘ 
solid, it seems doubtful that 
51,000 1978 models were built in 
1977 when around 20,000 were 
built in earlier years. What if in 
1977 or early 1978, Honda began, 
in earnest, another full design 
phase of the next model of the 
venerable Gold Wing? What if 
they upsized the displacement to 
1085 cc without changing the en-
gine design in order to concen-
trate on the second generation 
Gold Wing? It was to be a stand-
alone grand touring unit complete 
with Honda developed fairing, 
lowers, a two-up seat, saddlebags 
and a trunk. All of this would be 
an unprecedented change that 
would bring to the market the 
true icon of this and future tour-
ing machines ς the 1980 GL1100 
Interstate. A perfect description of 
IƻƴŘŀΩǎ ŘǊŜŀƳ ǿŀǎ ǘƻ ǘŀƪŜ ǘƘŜ 
Gold Wing into the touring class. It 
was a very new market area and a 
new level of Honda, utilizing a de-
sign perfectly suitable for any 
road trip on one unique, comfort-
able and smooth package. If this 
path were true, it would be a very 
interesting part of the evolution of 
the Gold Wing. My research is on-
going.
